Her service to these organizations has been as a member of the 
advisory board for the Maryland Music Educators Association, and as the State Chairperson for the Maryland Collegiate Music 
Educators National Conference. Dr. Taylor has also served as the National Band Association State Membership Chairperson, 
and currently serves as a faculty sponsor for the Anderson University chapter of the Collegiate Music Educators National 
Conference and is a member of Phi Beta Mu. 

D r. Taylor serves as a guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator throughout the U.S. and Canada on a regular basis. She 
frequently conducts the Anderson University Wind Ensemble in performances on campus and throughout the community, 
public schools, and area churches. D r. Taylor performs as a clarinetist and percussionist with area community bands, including
